rom the start at the old town

hall, the tour continues with
magnificent views of the Murg
Valley and onwards along
ascending trails up to Castle
Eberstein, where the castle’s inn
offers the first refreshments.

fter a foray through the city,
we leave Baden-Baden
through the spa park and conti-
nue to the Stourdza Chapel.
Along easily walkable, slightly
ascending forest trails, we pass
the forest lakes in the direction
of the golf course. First along
the Michelbach river we climb
up to the Entenstallhiitte, or
duck’s cabin, where we then
walk downbhill on the long Griin-
bachweg path to the “Nellele”
forest car park. Once here, it is
worth taking a short detour to
the Nellenberg cabin.

We continue to the Nagelsforst
winery, from where magnificent
views of the vineyards and the
plains can be enjoyed.

Along vineyard trails we hike on
through Varnholt, with beauti-
ful views of the Yburg castle ru-

ins high above us. Finally, we
reach Neuweier, at whose pro-
minent church a water fountain
draws our attention to some in-
teresting “heads”.

Continuing along the wine trail
through the glorious vineyard
landscape, past the Fatima
Chapel, the “Hot Stone” barbe-
cue area above Eisental and
Affental and the “La Salette”
memorial near Altschweier to-
wards Biihlertal.

Above the roofs of Biihlertal the
wine trail leads us finally in the
Buihler Lower Valley.

Faverges Square, right behing
the church, is where lies the
destination of our hike.

Directly on the square and in
the immediate vicinity there are
a variety of places to go shop-

From Biihlertal to Kappelrodeck

Start: Place Faverges, Buhlertal-Untertal
Length: 20 km « Time: 5:45 h

his stage starts in Biihlertal-
Untertal at the hiking portal
behind the church. After crossing
Buihlertal Street, continue along
partly steep sections up to Klotz-
berg. Past the Kappelwindeck
Fatima Chapel we reach the Way
of St. James pilgrimage monu-
ment, where we can enjoy the
beautiful view over the Rhine
Plain.

Along forest paths with further
gradients, we now head in the
direction of Windeck Castle! Here
we find a lovely playground with
picnic facilities on the pasture
offering an inviting opportunity
to take a longer break for refresh-
ments or a snack. A forest adven-
ture trail invites you to explore, as
well as the ascent of the castle
keep.

Rested and with the batteries
recharged, we continue on
slightly downbhill paths towards
Neusatz. Passing the Neusatz
sports field, the path leads us
along the vineyards and down
into the village. We follow the
wine trail out of the village and
hike uphill for a short time before
we reach the village of Lauf setin

gently sloping terrain. A detour to
the ruins of Neuwindeck Castle is
a well worth the effort. The castle
is open every Saturday and Sun-
day from 10am to 6pm. The view
across the Rhine plain is stun-
ning. Alternating between or-
chards and vineyards, we conti-
nue past the wayside shine of
“Alde Gott” and into the half-
timbered village of Sasbachwal-
den.

Once there, we can take a break
and fortify ourselves once again
for the last climb. With renewed
strength, the wine trail leads us
starkly uphill towards Kappel-
rodeck and at the top our efforts
will be rewarded with magnifi-
cent views of the Achertal valley
in front of us. Heading down once
again through the vineyards, we
descend to Kappelrodeck, where
our third stage ends.

rom the ,Wetterfahnle” weat-
her vane, where we left the
wine trail in the direction of
Zell, we now continue in the
direction of Ortenberg.

At the 8th degree of longitude,
which has been marked by the
artwork, by way of beautiful
views of Offenburg to the
Schuckshof. Here the Fessen-
bach hiking portal is attractive
for staying a while. Shortly after-
wards we find oursleves in the
middle of the vines once again
and on the Ortenau Wine Trail.
A viewing bench above Orten-
berg Castle offers the ideal place
for a snack with accompanying
views of the Kinzig Valley. After
that, we have to pay full atten-
tion to the slightly sloping path,
as the continuing wine trail
leads us abruptly left onto a fo-
rest path. A little later we have a
nice view over to Gengenbach.
Via rustic pathways, meadow
trails and small asphalted roads
we finally reach Ohlsbach, whe-
re a detour to the “Maria in
Weinberg” chapel with the be-

autiful view from high above the
village is well worth seeing.
Passing the beautiful half-tim-
bered houses of Ohlsbach, we
continue through the orchards
towards Reichenbach. We hike
through a longer section of fo-
rest until we reach Gengenbach,
the “pearl among the romantic,
half-timbered towns”.

fter an extended tour
through the idyllic half-tim-
bered town, we leave through
the Kinzig Gate and cross the
Kinzig. The path continues over
to Ziegelwald Lake, then through
Bermersbach into Wingerbach-
tal before the wine trail leads us
uphill once again into the viney-
ards. Once again we have beau-
tiful views of Gengenbach and
the Anterior Kinzig Valley. We
now head uphill on the wine
path to the “Burgstall” and just
past a game reserve we are
greeted again with a delightful
view of Berghaupten and the
Anterior Kinzig Valley. After a
short descent and walk through
the village of Berghaupten, the
wine trail leads us uphill again,
where a bench and a wayside
shrine near Heiligenreute invite
us for a short break and a final
view. Now the hike leads us
through a longer section of
forest.

Past the “Barrack” shelter with
its barbecue area, we start the
partly overgrown and steep
descent to Diersburg, where the

Wachter designed the church
windows of the Church of St.

In the
choir room of St. George’s there
is a 12-metre high and 5-metre
wide monumental picture,
which bears the name “Angel
Flocks”, as well as other pictures
depicting parables from the
Bible, including the cycle of pic-
tures “The Five Talents”.

The first documentary mention
of the small village dates back
t01277.

rom the Schuckshof the path

leads past Seeback Castle,
surrounded by vineyards and
orchards, which is located oppo-
site the picturesque Felix Burda
Park.  Delightful panoramic
views of Offenburg, with the
European city of Strasbourg in
the background, accompany
you on this wonderful hike.
Through the picturesque wine
village of Fessenbach we reach
the Bacchus Fountain, created

Here
you will have fantastic views of
the Rhine Valley and the Kinzig
Valley.
An additional wine loop offers
another tour of around 8 kilo-
metres. This one takes a sporty
ascent from Schuckshof over

Delightful panoramic view
of the city, the Kinzig Valley, the
Rhine Plain and former monaste-
ry, the cradle of Ortenau wine.
Continue to the Teufelskanzel
(Devil’s Pulpit), a place of legends
